istory is an interesting teacher and is one of my favorite 
subjects.  “Those who fail to learn the lessons of history 
are doomed to  repeat them.”  One of the great lessons 

of history comes to us from a sailing expedition that took place 
between 1497 and 1499.   
 

For many years the southernmost point of Africa was known as a 
place of tremendous storms.  Many did not know what lay beyond 
that cape, because no ship attempting to round that point had 
ever returned to tell the tale.  Among the ancient sailors it was  

known as the “Cape of Storms,” for good reasons.  Then, a Portuguese sailor, Vasco 
De Gama, successfully sailed around that very point and found that beyond the raging 
storms of the cape, was a great calm sea, and beyond that, the shores of spice rich                    
India.  Inside of a decade, maps all over Europe changed the name of the cape from 
“The Cape of Storms” to “The Cape of Good Hope.” 
 

I cannot tell you what tomorrow holds for us at First Christian Church in Lubbock, 
Texas.  But I can tell you this, I have great hope.  In the first quarter of 2012, First                    
Christian Church should be a church without financial debt. We should be able to pass 
a realistic budget that will help our witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ.  Our                   
outreach ministries will, with your help, continue expanding.  We will again reflect our 
leadership through service role in the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) in the                                 
Hi-Plains and in the world.  We are exploring some new territory around the bend, and 
I cannot help, but have “good hope.”
